 Members of the top Senior Division teams at the 
World Robofest Championship in the Games, Exhibition, 
RoboSumo, and Mini Urban Challenge categories receive 
$2,000 Lawrence Tech annual renewable scholarships, 
as well as prizes donated by Robofest 2008 sponsors.
